Another improvement is that there will be two different sessions offered ñone for ages 8 -12 and one for 

kids ages 10-15.  Parents can choose to have their child participate in both sessions, but the one for older kids will 

be a little bit more geared for the advanced player.   

The idea is modeled after the movie òSchool of Rockó, starring Jack Black.  The only difference is that 

instead of being taught by a substitute teacher  who never grew up, itõs being run by a highly energetic local music 

teacher with a Masterõs Degree and 14 years experience.  Brian Gagnon has taught K-12 instrumental, general, and 

choral music in Lewiston, Bristol, Turner, Leeds, and is currently music t eacher at Fairview Elementary School in 

Auburn.  He brings with him a dynamic personality, a love of making good music, and the know -how to pull it 

together in a short time.  

The premise for this camp is to give experienced musicians a chance to continue pl aying into the summer. 

Itõs best if your child has at least one year of experience on their instrument, but there is certainly room for the 

enthusiastic beginner or for vocalists.  So whether you play the flute, the saxophone, the tambourine, or the 

electr ic guitar, if you are interested in making fun music with a little bit of work and a lot of laughs, then thereõs a 

spot for you at Camp of Rock.
