Prior Learning Assessment Component

Requirements: an earned (or expected) associate degree or higher with

a cumulative GPA of 2.5 on a 4.0 scale in criminal justice or related field as
determined by the Department Chair; a criminal background check, physical
screening, and oral board interview with departmental faculty. Screenings
and interviews are based on those required to meet the minimum standards of
entrance into the MCJA.
